Colt Defense Donates Rifles for Poolee Training Program

days? if not on-the-spot. Not today. Most young men and women who enlist in ti
Armed Services must wait for a training slot to become available; they sign their
enlistment papers well in advance of the date they ship out. Delayed Entry Prog
participants go by many names but Marines call them Poolees.

Heritage Shooting, Inc. in Ashippun, Wisconsin partnered with the Marine Corps
Recruiting Command to create an innovative program for Poolees that teaches
fundamentals of marksmanship. And the results have been spectacular.

Borne of the vision of two Fathers of Marirfesne civilian and one a Master
Gunnery Sergeant of Maringsn 2004 Heritage Shooting partnered with the USM
Recruiting Command and instituted a Basic Rifle Fundamentals program for Ma
Corps Poolees. The goal was to give those men and women a basic familiarity
marksmanship using A2-style rifles, giving them a head-start to excel at one of {
fundamentals of the Marine Corps.

The program has grown from 130 Poolees in 2004 to over 650 in 2009. Results
exceeded every expectation: according to Marine Corps officers, of the 2,600 P
thus far trained only one has failed to qualify. Word of this accomplishment spre
and other branches have asked that the program be expanded to include them.

With success come challenges. The military can provide neither the arms nor th
ammunition used for the program. So Heritage Shooting must rely on the goodn
those who donate the materiel required. Hearing of the need, in June 2010, Col
Defense, LLC of West Hartford, Connecticut donated five AR15A2 rifles for the
program.

According to LtGen William M. Keys, USMC (Ret), CEO of Colt, "l was pleased
approve the donation and | compliment Heritage Shooting Inc for their successf
program; a program conducted by volunteers that benefits both the prospective
and the branch of service they will join. As for the Marine Corps, the program
reinforces the fundamental principle that, "Every Marine is a Rifleman!"”
